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Stoneleigh Road Managed Workspace in Tottenham, North London is a 750
m¢ purpose built building, characterised by bright pink natural ventilation tow-
ers and a shimmering translucent polycarbonate facade. It brings a new lease
of life to the site of a derelict housing depot and promises to inject vibrancy

into the area by providing workspace for small and medium businesses.

The Building houses 9 units with a total capacity of 72 desk spaces over

three floors and features shared secretarial and reception facilities.

This radical design has significantly rejuvenated a badly lit and unsafe exist-
ing link road between the areas commercial center, Tottenham High Road,
and Reed Road housing estate. The building’s combination of modern
durable materials and bright color palette provide a more heartening back-

drop to Holcombe Road market.

The principal elevation wraps around a courtyard and is made of a translu-
cent polycarbonate, which provides ample daylight to the users of the
building and animates their activity to the street. At night this facade
becomes illuminateci by internal lights, which will further dramatise activity

inside.

Planted with trees and fitted with smart bicycle racks to encourage cycle
use, the south facing courtyard provides a social space and welcome retreat
from the bustling High Road. It can be used for community events and as
an extension to the market during the day. Landscaped with permeable cor-
crete setts that provide natural stormwater soakaway, the courtyard retains
its relationship to the streetscape at night through sturdy mesh gates that

provide good overlooking and natural surveillance to both spaces.

The signature pink ventilation towers make a statement of the building's
passive stack ventilation system, which allow air to rise naturally through
the building. The intake of fresh air is controlled by manually operated insu-
lated louvers in the units and windows in the corridors. This system elimi-
nates the use of mechanically powered fans, reducing the building's CO2

consumption and minimising the running costs of the facility.

And also Stoneleigh Road is part of a wider Urban Centres for City
Growth(UCCG) programme, the building has been designed to minimise pol-

luting emissions. 3
